MISCELLANEOUS IOWA STATUTES
PERTAINING TO THE PRACTICE OF PHYSICAL THERAPY

147.7 Display of license.

Every person licensed under this subtitle to practice a profession shall
keep the license publicly displayed in the primary place in which the
person practices.

147.8 Record of licenses.

The name, location, number of years of practice of the person to
whom a license is issued to practice a profession, the number of the
certificate, and the date of registration thereof shall be kept and made
available in a manner which is open to public inspection.

147.55 Grounds (for revocation or suspension of license).

A license to practice a profession shall be revoked or suspended when
the licensee is guilty of any of the following acts or offenses:

1. Fraud in procuring a license.
2. Professional incompetency.

3. Knowingly making misleading, deceptive, untrue or fraudulent
representations in the practice of a profession or engaging in unethical
conduct or practice harmful or detrimental to the public. Proof of
actual injury need not be established.

4. Habitual intoxication or addiction to the use of drugs.

5. Conviction of a felony related to the profession or occupation of
the licensee or the conviction of any felony that would affect the li-
censee's ability to practice within a profession. A copy of the record
of conviction or plea of guilty shall be conclusive evidence.

6. Fraud in representations as to skill or ability.
7. Use of untruthful or improbable statements in advertisements.

8. Willful or repeated violations of the provisions of this Act.

147.72 Professional titles and abbreviations.

Any person licensed to practice a profession under this subtitle may
append to the person's name any recognized title or abbreviation,
which the person is entitled to use, to designate the person's particular
profession, but no other person shall assume or use such title or ab-
breviation, and no licensee shall advertise in such a manner as to lead
the public to believe that the licensee is engaged in the practice of any
other profession than the one which the licensee is licensed to prac-
tice.

147.74 Professional Titles or Abbreviations — False Use
Prohibited. (amended in 2008)

8. A physical therapist registered or licensed under chapter 148 A may
use the words "physical therapist" after the person's name or signify
the same by the use of the letters "P. T." after the person's name. A
physical therapist with an earned doctoral degree from an accredited
school, college, or university may use the suffix designating the de-
gree, or the prefix "Doctor" or "Dr." and add after the person's name
the words "physical therapist".

9. A physical therapist assistant licensed under chapter 148 A may
use the words "physical therapist assistant" after the person's name or
signify the same by use of the letters "P. T. A." after the person's
name.

147.86 Penalties.

Any person violating any provision of this or the following chapters
of this subtitle, except insofar as the provisions apply or relate to or
affect the practice of pharmacy, or where a specific penalty is other-
wise provided, shall be guilty of a serious misdemeanor.
